Director of Council and Community Services Report

Purpose

To update Council on the current situation with Council and Community
Services

Roads

Council 6s R2R Tenders have been undertaken
on the 24" Feb 2020 to select a suitable Tender. Council received six

responses to the Tender submission. The Tender committee examined the

responses and there decision will be discussed later in Confidential. Following

this a notification will be displayed on Council website and via Tenderlink the

outcome of the Council and the Committees decision

The Wadeye Local Authority approved the use of LA Funds to undertake the
repairs of its internal roads and an exemption was sent to the Department
seeking approval to use those funds. Council received approval from the
Department to use LA Funds and to contract directly with a Contractor.

However the Contractor advised that they could not do the works as originally
quoted and approved by the Department due to their Bitumen Sealing
Contractors requiring mobilisation charges.

Council has as part of the Tender process included the works to be
undertaken in Wadeye in an attempt to obtain a contractor willing to undertake
the Wadeye works at the same time of doing the priority roads works,
therefore negating the mobilisation charges. All respondents to the Tender
notification have indicated that they will undertake the road repairs in Wadeye
and have documented that in their responses.

Council has applied for funding to repair sections of Woodycupadilya Rd Black
Spot funding. Advice from LGANT and the Big Rivers Roads Committee was
to apply for small sections of the road and not the entire road due to the cost
with doing the entire road.

West Daly Regional Council -37- Meeting of Council
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Counci l have applied to have the secti
kims from Port Keats Rd to be repaired first. This area has been identified as

the area that prevents fuel and supplies from being delivered due to trucks

unable to negotiate the creek crossing.

Council recently approved the repair of culverts on the Airport Rd at Wadeye,
the culverts were accidentally dug up by Council Civil staff. The access road
to the 100 Man Camp at Wadeye is also receiving re-sheeting and spillways
being installed to prevent the road from being scoured by water run-off.

Plant and Equipment

The road sweeper approved by LA has been purchased and is in Wadeye and
is currently going some repairs in anticipation of registration.

A decision on the future use of the Aged Care Bus from Wadeye and Aged

Care HI Ace from Peppi is being negotiated between Thamarrurr

Development Corporation and West Daly Regional Council. Pending the

outcome of negotiations a request to dispose these vehicles via pubic auction
through Grayds Auction will be made at
Troopy has been repaired and returned back to the civil yard at Wadeye for

use by the Civil Crew.

Following the budget review, staff restructure and departure of staff Council
has surplus vehicles that are no longer required or fit for purpose. A
recommendation will be made at the end of this report to have the vehicles
removed from the Asset Register and sent to Auction.

Included in the surplus vehicles are three Land Cruisers that are not fit for
purpose and a recommendation to trade these vehicles in on replacement
vehicles more suited to Council requirements will be made.

Due to ongoing mechanical issues with the Garbage Trucks at Wadeye which
are both currently off the road and need extensive repairs are
recommendation will be made to remove from the Asset Register the garbage
trucks and replace with Rubbish Trailers similar to what is currently used in
Peppimenarti and Nganmarriyanga.

The Tilt Tray is back and being used almost daily around the Communities

and with trips back and forwards to Darwin. The repairs to the Tilt tray totalled

approx. $50K. The Tilt Tray still requires some minor repairs which are more
cosmetic and wonoét keepntit off the road at

Due to the demand for work for the Tilt Tray, not only from a Council
perspective but also the demand across the region from other agencies, it
may be worthwhile considering the purchase of a second Tilt Tray.

Council has submitted an application under the Regional Passenger Transport
(RPT) funding for funding to replace the current bus and to provide funding for
costs associated with the operation of the Bus Service. Advice on the
application is expected within the next month, in the interim Council continues
to operate the bus and fund ongoing running costs. The bus is currently
transporting approx. 1700 people per week from the neighbouring suburbs
and within Wadeye.

Council recently approved the final payment of the new JCB Loader. Advice
from the supplier was that it was being registered in Darwin and should be on
the first Barge in March 20. The delay has been due to MVR requesting
physical inspection of the Loader due to its weight and the special tyres that
have been installed on it. The supplier will send trainers out when they deliver
the Loader to give induction and training on the operation of the Loader.

Council Services

Foll owing the audit of Council ds aerodr ome
Wadeye airport due to trees in the flight path areas of the airport, Council

approached DIPL and Contractors to assess the area and provide quotes to

have the trees removed. At the same time Council approached Kardu Diminin

seeking permission to cut the trees down as they were in a sacred area.

Kardu have agreed to allow the trees to be cut and left on site. However

Contractors have not provided quotes and this information has been passed

to DIPL who advised that they will undertake the works and schedule it in their

projects to be done in the Region.

Council held a meeting with Environmental Consultants on the 24 Feb 20 to
undertake studies for sites suitable for the new proposes Wasted Facility.
Council consulted with Kardu Diminin to seek permission to undertake the
studies and access sites that may suitable, Kardu have agreed to allow the
Consultants in and it is expected that they will be in the area soon.

Council has received funding for the placement of single male and female
Ablution Blocks in each of the communities. At the recent LA meetings
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Peppimenarti and Nganmarriyanga LA decided the style of Ablution and
where they would like the Ablutions installed. A recommendation will be made
to Council to approve the installation of the Ablution Blocks in the type and
location recommended by LA later in this meeting.

Council sort and gained approval from Kardu Diminin to refurbish the old
toilets currently located in Perdjet St Wadeye, opposite the store. Due to the
cost of the repairs a request was made to the Wadeye LA to co-contribute
funding in support of the refurbishment of the Ablution and this will be
presented to Council for approval later in this meeting.

The swimming pool in Wadeye is operational but still subject to random acts
of vandalism. A MOU is being prepared with the School at Wadeye and
Council on the operation of the pool. At the Wadeye LA a proposal was put
forward to redevelop the Pool area to include the construction of a small water
park within the pool grounds, it is hoped that this will help deter the vandalism
that the pool is subjected too. A recommendation to accept the LA request will
be made in a confidential agenda later in this meeting.

Other Council Activities

Council has been approached by NLC to undertake minor repairs and
maintenance at the newly created Papangala Outstation. NLC have prepared
a draft contract between WDRC and NLC for these works and this will be
presented to Council for consideration.

Some of the conditions that NLC would like are:
A Undertake two checks of Homeland infrastructure per year,
A Undertake general repairs and maintenance,

A Fees/charges i WDRC will take a 15% project management fee,
and will charge for repairs as per the WDRC schedule of fees or as
per quote provided.

In addition Council has submitted an application to seek funding from the
Department for MES/HMS and possibly HEA. There is no guarantee that the
Department will approve the funding request and it has been advised that
HEA is currently being considered to be phased out in the future.

New computers have been delivered to Council Offices, including the Library
at Wadeye. Council Library has funds available and are in the process of
obtaining more computers and furniture for the Library. Council also
purchased a new sign to be displayed in front of Library, advising residents
that the Library is open and of the free Wi-Fi available to all.

The shaded seating for the Library area will be installed as soon as weather
permits including the new Flag Pole.
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Council has received funding and approval under ABA to construct Solar
Power Stations in Fossil Head, Old Mission and Nemarluk. The letter received
only indicated that half the funding would be coming. However following
discussions with NIAA it was agreed that new offer with the full amount would
be sent within the next couple of weeks. Following receipt of this offer it will be
presented to Council for consideration and or approval, if Council accepts the
agreement a Tender Committee will need to be formed to seek Contractors to
undertake the works.

Council has also through Local Buy sort expressions of interest from suppliers

of diesel and a fuel pod for Wadeye, as di:
received responses and a contract is being prepared for the delivery of the

fuel pod to Wadeye.

On the 14™ Feb 2020 the February 2020 the Civil Services Works
Procurement Plan was released through the Department of Infrastructure,
Planning and Logistics. It identified planned works in the West Daly Region.

Topics discussed included, policies
and procedures, occupational health and safety, council vehicle and
equipment procedures, Homelands and upcoming projects.
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Strategic Issues

The Peppimenarti Local Authority meeting held on the 11" of February

discussed the issue of the need for economic development in the region and

possible strategies to achieve this goal. The CSM provided information about

the initiatives Roper Gulf Regional Council were undertaking in Borroloola in

conjunction with the Chamber of Commerce and stakeholders in the region.

Shaun Hardy informed the meeting an economic development strategy for the

West Daly Region had been established by the NT Government and would

recommend to council at their next meeting to writet o t he Chi ef Mi ni
Office for a progress report.

Community Issues

Access to fresh food and vegetables in community. The Peppimenarti Local
Authority approved the Food Ladder Project at an estimated cost of $400 000
and it is now an agenda item for the Deewin Kirim Board.

Council has been assisting Deewin Kirim with a gymnasium project that
potentially would be built at the Sporting Hub beside the basketball court. The
facility would include, table tennis tables, trampolines, climbing wall and
boxing equipment at an approximate cost of $1.35 million.

Nganmarriyanga Community Services Manager's Report

Visitors

Monday 10 February 2020, Centrelink Remote Services Team flew into
Nganmarriyanga. The Team set up office in the WDRC Training room for the
week and were able to provide much needed personal service and contact to
a large number of Community members.

Tuesday 17 February 2020, WDRC Nganmarriyanga hosted a WDRC Tri
Service staff meeting that cover areas such as hours of operation, location of
work, staff training, policies and procedures, vehicles, plant and equipment,
upcoming projects, homelands and general discussion.

Events and Activities

Friday 31 January 2020, Nganmarriyanga hosted its first ever Colour Run.
90 members of the school community including staff, students and parents
attended the day for the much anticipated event.

The best part about the event was that it was not a competition, it just about
everyone getting together and having a lot of fun. This day was made possible
by a grant from Australia Day NT, CNP team members, Civil members, CSM,
Steve Loring and Ava from Peppiminarti, and our admin team all working
together. It was a great start for 2020.

The children are already anticipating next
Meetings

On 11 February 2020, WDRC Nganmarriyanga held its first Local Authority
(LA) meeting for the year.

Old action items as far back as 2017, were discussed and the LA confirmed
the projects should still go ahead and be completed as soon as possible.

Tuesday 17 February 2020, WDRC Tri Service Staff meeting covered areas
such as hours of operation, location of work, staff training, policies and
procedures, vehicles, plant and equipment, upcoming projects, homelands
and general discussion.
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Strategic Issues

Consultation has begun with DIPL around the best choice of traffic bollards to
prevent vehicles from driving around speed humps and onto grassed park
areas Quotes have been sourced from local suppliers, with installation
planned to utilise Civil and CDP staff.

An electrical inspection conducted our Civil yard has identified that the current
three phase power outlet used for the air compressor does not have a safety
switch, which poses a risk of electrocution to employees. Quotes are being
prepared to offer a safe solution. All staff members have been advised not to
use any items that require three phase power until this issue is resolved.

The welder purchased mid last year requires three phase power however, this
would require a complete over haul of the current electrical system. Quotes
are being compiled and will be assessed based on the needs of the Civil
workshop.

The electrician also recommended installing LED lighting in the shed to
reduce electricity costs. Rather than replacing the 18 damaged and broken
fluorescent lights and battens, a suitable replacement would only require 5
lights to illuminate a much larger area.

The Civil yard security cameras have not been working since the CNP was
moved from the Civil yard to its current location. The cameras were wired
directly to the computer monitors as we have no remote wireless access the
cameras and monitors will need to be re wired back over at the Civil yard.
This work is currently being quoted upon.

A new quote has been received to repair the Civil yard gates at half the price
of previous quotes. Works to commence as soon as possible.

A quote to have the Civil yard roof extended has been received at a cost of
$20,696.15 including GST. The extension is a 9m x 10m x 5m, U profile
galvanised sheeting on concrete foundation pads designed to provide extra
cover for our existing machinery. The current shed can only house the grader,
tractor and smaller equipment. The loader, Hilux, Hino Truck and Front end
loader are currently exposed to the elements.

A quote has been received from BPM Plumping, to install a water bubbler at
the front of the WDRC office. Most community members have to walk a long
distance across the causeway to get to the office. Having a public drinking
station out the front would provide much needed hydration on a hot day.

Community Issues
Staffing

The Civil team is working very well. We welcome two new staff members to
our Civil team who will be working one on one with our experienced members
in all aspects of Civil works including working safely and safe machinery
operation and handling.

Our administration staff member was busy providing assistance to the visitors
from Centrelink, providing referee support to the community.
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Projects

The Nganmarriyanga LA chose the round concrete ablution blocks to be
installed at the football oval near the shop. Quotes have been requested for
the installation of the blocks and a privacy screen that will separate male and
female and also make the entrance private from the public eye. The LA as
also keen to get local artists to paint the blocks in artwork that is
representative of and unique to their Community.

A quote to have the playground refurbished has been received with an option
to have the playground made suitable for younger children. The LA raised
concerns that the original playground was too high resulting in too many
injuries this has been considered when the quote was requested.

A quote to have DJ air and Electrical repair the two playground solar lights
has also been sought. DJ has also very kindly advised that he would be
happy to utilise his scissor lift so that we can attach the new shade sail.

Quote have been requested to erect a fence around the oval, replace fencing
around the houses and provide shade and seating at the Cemetery. Some
contractors are planning to travel to Nganmarriyanga weather permitting, to
assess and quote on these works.

A quote has been supplied by Australian Water Slides and Leisure for the
installation of a splash pad. LA raised concerns that the children were playing
in the drains due to the community not having any place for water play. The
guotes will be provided to the LA for discussion. Tentative discussions have
suggested that the playground area could be developed into a larger play
area that would incorporate the splash pad. Information has been requested
from NLC regarding the S.19 Lease that covers this area.

Core/Infrastructure Services

Rubbish collection has been continual and regular. The Civil team have been
busy on the backhoe, slasher, and truck cleaning up the community.

Plant, machinery and equipment has recently been serviced by Eldridge
Remote Mechanical Services. The centre bearing on the Tilt Tuck has been
replaced however, the new shockers and bushes ordered after a mechanical
inspection have not yet arrived to complete the works required on the Tilt
Truck which remains out of action.

DJ Air and Electrical installed new solar batteries this week at the airstrip. The
latest serviceability inspection confirms the windsock lights are now
operational.

A recent email from DIPL has a new fence earmarked for the Nganmarriyanga
airstrip in 2020. DIPL are currently finalising the procurement documents for
release to market, with the works most likely undertaken towards the end of
the dry season.
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Homelands
Merrepen, Nemarluk and Nama have all receive new Stihl Chainsaws.

The visiting mechanic has provided Merrepen with a temporary generator to
provide power whilst their generator is having electrical repairs in Darwin. It is
hoped that this will solve the generator problems once and for all at Merrepen.

The Nemarluk generator was also serviced and was described as being in
very poor condition. The mechanic has recommended monthly servicing until
the Solar is set up to ensure the generator does not break down and require
replacing until that time.

New mowers, brush cutters and chainsaw have been purchased for Wudapuli
and should arrive this week. Residents have requested slashing of the
community however, the conditions have been too wet for slashing to be
conducted at any of the homelands at this time.

HEA works are currently being quoted for the various homelands. Three
separate contractors have been requested to provide quotes. The works will
commence as soon as possible. One contractor has already visited the
homelands so they can provide suitable quote for works.
